Juvenile Justice Substance Use Disorder System
Procedure for Arranging IDJC Commitment GAIN Assessments
Purpose: 
Juveniles committed to the Department may be identified to need Substance Use Disorder Services as part of their reintegration plan. It is required for a juvenile to have a GAIN Assessment in order to be eligible for community based substance use disorder treatment after they are released.  If this GAIN is not completed before they are released, the juvenile will have a delay in getting support in the community and, therefore, be at risk to relapse.  IDJC’s JJ SUD System can provide funding for GAIN assessments and community based SUDS treatment.  
The following procedure has been written to provide consistent procedures, training and support for all stakeholders involved in this reintegration process.   
Procedure:
STEP 1:
· Identify Juvenile & Timeline: During the monthly Treatment Team meetings, services that are needed after release are discussed and planned.  If a juvenile is identified to need substance use disorder treatment after release, coordinate the following steps, respectively, to the release date. Ideally, the GAIN would be completed a month before release, but not less than 7 days before release. This will give the provider sufficient time to complete the assessment and draft results and recommendations, with enough time to schedule the juvenile for treatment sessions without delay.


STEP 2:
· Identify Local Provider.  The Juvenile Service Coordinator(JSC) uses the BPA Provider Network list to choose a local provider to perform the GAIN assessment 
· The Provider list can be found on BPA’s website: http://www.bpahealth.com/providers/provider-network/substance-use-disorder-provider-network 
· Sign Release of Information.  The JSC obtains a signed Release of Information Form.  This signed form allows you to contact and share their personal information with that specific provider in compliance with HIPAA and Confidentiality Laws. (If the JSC assigned is not in the same location as the juvenile, the IDJC Facility Contact will assist in getting signatures.)

STEP 3:
· Schedule the GAIN. The JSC will contact the Treatment Provider and arrange a time/date for them to visit the IDJC facility to complete the GAIN with the juvenile. They will need a private, confidential room for up to 5 hours. The juvenile may also complete the GAIN with the provider during a Home or Community Pass. JSCs should coordinate the provider visit with the IDJC Facility Contact to ensure the facility’s scheduling needs are considered.
· Authorize the GAIN. The JSC will complete the JJ SUDS Authorization Form.

· The JJ SUDS Authorization Form can also be automatically generated in IJOS. (Instructions by request) 
STEP 4:
· Send Completed Forms. The JSC will send the completed JJ SUDS Authorization Form  and  Release of Information Form via email/fax to the following people:
· IDJC JJ SUDS staff: Joni Ward and/or Liza Clinger 
· The Treatment Provider 
· The Juvenile Probation Officer who will be supervising the juvenile once they are released. 


STEP 5:
· Communicate Results. After the GAIN Assessment is completed, the JSC should contact the provider to obtain the GAIN Results and Recommendations Summary (GRRS). It is crucial for reintegration that this information is shared with the Juvenile Probation Officer for proper planning of community based treatment.  
· The Juvenile Probation Officer will be responsible to set up community based treatment services which begin after the juvenile is released according to their county’s procedures. 

PLEASE NOTE:  Juveniles who are placed at IDJC Contracted Facilities may be eligible for Medicaid and may not need JJ SUDS funding to pay for the assessment, but this process should still be followed.  The JJ SUD forms need to be submitted to IDJC SUD staff because individuals served by Medicaid are tracked and may need treatment and recovery support services that Medicaid will not cover.
